The Analytics for Managers Graduate Certificate provides students with the knowledge and expertise to
become data-savvy managers who can effectively communicate complex business problems and data-
driven decisions to the management and general business audiences. This program is designed for
business professionals who want to augment their managerial expertise with a quantitative skill set.
Along with fundamental concepts in data-driven decision making, effective communication, and
visualization of those decisions; the program allows students to choose between general business
analytics or specialize in a specific analytics area such as Accounting, Marketing, or Human Resources.
